The Role

Commentators will inspire viewers with background insights and birds eye accounts of the live action, amplifying
the excitement of the match and informing fans on the intricacies of elite netball. This may include, but not limited
to:

- Provide background information on players from their player profiles

- Talk about key changes, new faces and key match ups for the game

- Discuss topical issues about netball at the present time

- Talk about the coaches of each team and provide background

- Discuss the umpires, their performances, the challenges of umpiring, decision making etc

- Discuss what the coaches might be talking about in the breaks

- Highlight key plays in the game, from which the live stream will grab a replay

- Talk about key statistics from the game which will be provided by the Performance Analyst sitting nearby
during the game.

At the conclusion of the match one player from each team will come to the broadcast position and the
commentator will be responsible for conducting a quick interview which is recorded and can then be used in the
post-game highlights.

Due to the nature of the position and the sport industry, evening, weekend work and travel may be required from
time to time.
