Your Contribution to Netball Queensland

The primary purpose of the Qld 17U State Team Head Coach is to select and develop the QLD 17U State Team
athletes and prepare the team for competition at the National Netball Championships.

This is the first-time athletes may be entering into the emerging elite pathway and it is your responsibility to guide
and nurture them in understanding the high-performance characteristics required for them to develop in technical
/ tactical skill and game performance.

You will be able to positively collaborate and influence key stakeholders to support their athletes throughout the
campaign to ensure they are physically and emotionally prepared to give their best performance for Qld at the
National Netball Championships.

Key Responsibilities of this role

The Qld 17U State Team Head Coach will be responsible for the following:

e Liaise with NQ Head of Talent and Development to prepare the 17U team campaign plan for the duration
of the program

e Liaise with NQ Physical Performance Coach to prepare a periodized training program to support the teams
game plan model

e (Collaborate with the management team to develop a clear campaign plan, establish team goals, key
outcomes, and clarity on team roles and responsibilities

e Collaborate with athletes to develop their individual athlete performance plans for clarity on individual
goals and outcomes

e Liaise and provide direction to coaches, managers, physiotherapist, physical performance coach,
performance analyst and NQ regarding training schedule — including dates, times, venues, and education
required

e Consult with physical performance coach on AMS tracking of athlete load

e Consult with the Head of Talent and Development regularly to ensure Head Coach is supported in
campaign plan direction

e Provide direction on the education to provide to the athletes during the preparation phase

e Provide leadership, communication and direction to the Assistant Coach on their role and the duties they
will perform to support the Head Coach

e Liaise with selectors and NQ regarding injured athletes and/or alterations to the team from time of
selection until departure for the National Netball Championships
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e Conduct an interview process to select the captain and vice-captain to lead the 17U Qld State Team

e Consult with Head of Talent and Development, Qld Firebirds Futures Head Coach to determine athlete
rankings for NA selectors prior to National Netball Championships

e Qversee the preparation and match performance of the team throughout the National Netball
Championships

e Provide feedback to athletes throughout the National Netball Championships on direction and clarity on
their technical and tactical skill and game performance

e Liaise with the NQ Mentor Coach directly after matches to provide support and clarity of performance
Provide leadership and direction to the performance analyst on the key statistical information required to
present to athletes and team

e At the conclusion of the National Netball Championships complete the Coaches Survey and a written
report within fourteen (14) days

e At the conclusion of the National Netball Championship attend an individual performance review with the
Head of Talent and Development

The Qld 17U State Team Head Coach is required to attend:
e Campaign program planning meetings
e Selection trials associated with the squad/team where appropriate (including Qld State Titles held in
September)
e All squad/team camps and training sessions
e 2025 National Netball Championships
e Represent NQ at key functions associated with the team

e Professional development sessions offered by NQ

Due to the nature of the position and the sport industry, evening, weekend work and travel will be required from
time to time. You must hold a Working with Children (Blue) Card prior to starting employment with Netball
Queensland.
