Your Contribution to Netball Queensland

The primary purpose of the North Queensland u18s State Titles Assistant Coach (Volunteer) is to support the Head
Coach in preparing the team for competition at the 2026 State Titles.

For many athletes, this will be their first experience within an emerging elite pathway. In this role, you will assist
the Head Coach to guide and support athletes to understand the high-performance characteristics required to
develop their technical, tactical and game performance skills.

You will work collaboratively with the Head Coach, athletes, support staff and key stakeholders to ensure athletes
are physically and emotionally prepared to perform at their best throughout the campaign.

This is a campaign-based volunteer role aligned specifically to the 2026 North Queensland ul8s State Titles
program.

Key Responsibilities of this volunteer role

As part of this volunteer coaching role, the North Queensland u18s State Titles Assistant Coach is expected to
contribute to the following, in collaboration with the Head Coach and Netball Queensland staff:

e Meet with the Head Coach prior to the commencement of the program to agree on role expectations,
responsibilities and ways of working

e Assist and support the Head Coach in the planning and delivery of training sessions that develop the
technical and tactical skills of individual athletes and the team

e Support the Head Coach to reinforce team culture, vision, purpose and high-performance standards

e Assist in the delivery of all aspects of the program, including training sessions, competition preparation,
bonding activities, athlete feedback, debriefs and team meetings

e Provide support and input into game-day coaching during the 2026 State Titles

e Assist with the review and analysis of match footage to support feedback and learning

e Act as a positive role model and promote the values, vision and culture of Netball Queensland

The role involves attendance at training sessions, matches and competition events, which may occur during
evenings, weekends and may involve travel.

You must hold a current Working with Children (Blue) Card prior to commencing in this volunteer role.

Child Safeguarding and Blue Card
